Select all
the objects and group them. Then lighten by
selecting Format - Hue & Saturation. A
seffing of 20 lightnessis good. You may wish
ungroup and move the leaves around if you
wish.

Finally add any decorations you wish. |
added the Bellsshape from the Object
Libraries - Image Library in Easy Pallette
(Press the F2 Key to bring it up easily). | also
creafed some ornaments using the different
settings from the Material Attribute Gallery.
